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You, like many people, might only consider your hair an aspect of your
appearance or something to take care of. However, your hair is probably more
complex, useful, and fascinating than you imagine.

Each piece of hair on your head and body is made up of three main parts:

shaft, root, and hair follicle. The shaft is the ,visible part of the hair that extends

above the surface of your skin. The root is the part that goes into your skin.
Located deep within a layer of skin known as the dermis, the root is surrounded
and attached to your body by the hair follicle, a sac-shaped structure where your
hair is formed.

Inside the follicles, your hair is made of living cells, but as the cells multiply,
they push the hair out past your skin. The hair dies as it emerges above the
epidermis, the outermost layer of the skin. Each piece of hair takes about two to
six years to grow fully. After it finishes growing, it stays on your head for a few
months before it falls out. You lose about 50 to 100 pieces of hair each day, but
each time a piece of hair falls out, a new piece of hair begins growing within the
hair follicle. This continuous cycle aims to ensure that you have ;roughly the
same amount of hair on any given day. If this process slows down, people could
experience hair loss.

Interestingly, the shape of your follicles determines your hair type when it
grows.
