Compared to our other senses, our sense of smell is vastly underrated. Bill
Bryson writes in the book, The Body, that smell is the one sense everyone said
they would give up if they had to choose. It also appears that our noses lose out
to our smartphones. The McMann study found that 53% of people aged 16 to 30
would give up their sense of smell in order to keep their technological devices.
This really is a bad deal, particularly because our senses of smell and taste are so
closely linked, so it would be like giving up two senses for the price of an
iPhone.[ 21 ], our sense of smell plays a dual role. One is to keep us safe from
harm, and the other is to significantly . contribute to our enjoyment of food and
our environment. The sense of smell is closely connected to the sense of taste,
and the two senses work together to give us the full range of flavour.

Bryson reported that our sense of smell is “at least 70 percent of flavor, and
maybe even as much as 90 percent.” Taste buds on our tongue can detect five
basic tastes: sweet, sour, salty, bitter, and umami. However, the aroma of the
food we eat plays a critical role in our ability to distinguish different flavours.
When we eat, the odour molecules from the food travel through the back of our
mouth and up to the olfactory receptors in our nose. These receptors can detect
thousands of different odours and send signals to the brain that are combined
with the signals from our taste buds to create the (, full perception of flavour. The
key word here is perception because it is how our brains interpret these signals,
which gives us the flavour of food. Therefore, flavour really is all in our heads,
as parents might say when they get angry and ;;admonish their children for not
cating their broccoli. Bryson also writes that smell really is an intensely personal
experience, and everyone has their own preference for smells. A good example
of this is the case of blue cheese, which can evoke very different reactions in
people. Some will view the flavour as the essence of deliciousness, while others

liken the taste to eating dirty socks.
