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Most classes have a textbook. Throughout history, textbooks have been used
to replace the teacher and for religious or political purposes.

The oldest textbook for learning English was printed in 1483 by William
Caxton, an English merchant. The book did not have a title, but people often
called it Caxton’s Dialogues. It was a collection of bilingual dialogues in English
and French. Merchants and traders between France and the U.K. who wanted to
learn either English or French used this as a phrase book. From this one book,
the method and subsequent creation of foreign language textbooks based on
memorizing dialogues continued for the next 200 years.

English communication skills for messengers, soldiers, and merchants were
needed in France. The U.K. also requested teachers to come from France to teach
in England. However, there were not enough qualified teachers to fit this sudden
need. Textbooks (;enabled people with little or no teaching experience to become
teachers.

In Spain, Queen Isabella approved of the first Spanish grammar book in the
15" century. This gave the country more power over the content of the textbook.
Soon other European countries created their own government-approved
textbooks. Textbooks came to have political importance beyond their use in the
classroom.

When India was colonized by the U.K., the government decided not to teach
English to Indian people in order to keep different cultural groups from having a
common language. This meant Indian people had little power.[ 21 |, Indians
began to study English through Shakespeare’s plays, since they were more widely
available. This older form of English may have influenced the current variety of
English spoken in India. This method of learning a language through literature
was successful, leading to the textbook Graded Readers, which are used today.

These Graded Readers use fiction in order to study grammar and vocabulary.

Nowadays, textbooks are much more profit based. Textbooks in any subject
are some of the most expensive books to purchase. Humanities textbooks tend
to cost between $20-30, whereas textbooks in the sciences often cost anywhere
between $50-200. This expense means that students expect to use their textbooks
in every class, and teachers come to ,rely on them more.

Today, textbooks are still political. Many textbooks reinforce negative
gender or cultural expectations.[ 22 ], this is done by dialogues which portray
women who lack basic information and need to have things explained by men.
Characters in powerful positions such as a boss, teacher, doctor, or scientist are
usually male. Negative national stereotypes are reinforced in the same way. Non-
native speakers in the textbook are often set up as characters without basic
cultural knowledge, making mistakes and needing to be helped.

As you can see, textbooks can influence us in many ways. They are much

more than just teaching tools.

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In the HBO TV series Game of Thrones, a huge wall of ice separates the
wild people of the North from the civilised people of the South. The author of
the original novels on which the TV series is based, George R. R. Martin, has
publicly said that he based his idea for the wall on one in real life: Hadrian’s
Wall.

Situated in northern England, the wall was built to mark the border between
occupied Roman Britain and the unconquered free people of Caledonia (modern-
day Scotland). The Roman Empire invaded Britain—DBritannia as they called
it then—in 43 AD. Britain back then was not one country. Instead, it was a
collection of tribes and kingdoms. Rome never succeeded in defeating all of
them, and in 122 AD they gave up and built the wall.

Hadrian became Emperor of Rome in 117 AD and ordered the building of
the wall. He visited Britain in 122 AD when work began. The wall is about 118 km
long, stretching from Wallsend on the east coast to Bowness-on-Solway on the
west coast. This is the narrowest part of England. Built out of stone, wood, and
even mud in some places, it was about four meters tall. Archacologists also
believe that it was painted white, meaning it could be seen clearly from
kilometers away. It completely cut the British Isles in half. It was impossible to
travel north or south without passing the wall. For people at the time, this must
have been an  astonishing piece of engineering.[ 31 ], it showed everyone how
powerful the Roman Empire was.

It was long assumed that the purpose of the wall was to keep the wild
people of the North out of Roman Britain, and it was certainly well defended.
It is thought that about 10,000 troops were stationed along the wall, and
archaeological findings show that many of these soldiers came from across
the Roman Empire, places such as Syria, Egypt, Spain, and France, meaning

Britain was already a multicultural society 2000 years ago. On the other hand,

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archaeology has made historians question the idea that it was solely a military
fortification. It ;turns out that there were regular openings in the wall, which
implies that people frequently passed through the wall in both directions. Also,
towers and forts over time spread out and became towns. Therefore, it may have
been more of a customs checkpoint than a military frontier.

The Romans left Britain around 400 AD and the wall fell into disrepair. A lot
of the stone was used by local builders for houses and by farmers for smaller
walls around their fields. Later, much of what was left was used to pave roads.
However, many parts of it still stand, and in 1987 it was declared a UNESCO
World Heritage Site.[ 32 ], much work has gone into preserving the wall and
studying its history. Today it is a popular tourist destination, especially with
hikers who follow the Hadrian’s Wall Path, attempting to walk all 118 km from

one side of England to the other.
